Capo Fee   Is Free! 

Capistrano Unified School District facility use 
fee decision was made December 10, 2007 by 
the full school board.  The fee for non-profit 
youth serving groups - Group A (Boy Scouts, 
Girl Scouts, and affiliated organizations) will be 
based solely on the cost of providing basic 
utilities.  However, the superintendent or his 
designee will waive fees in return for "in-kind 
services".  All these fees will be effective 
retroactively to November 1, 2007. In-kind 
services may include gymnasium cleanup, 
stadium cleanup, and multi-purpose room 
cleanup.  Facility use must occur on nights 
when a janitor has been scheduled to be 
present. 

A completed Use of School Facilities 
Application form ( DW-8 ) shall be submitted 
annually to the school administrator of the 
desired facility at a cost of $50.  Units should 
call Carol Schwimmer at 949 234-9533 to setup 
scheduling of facilities and identify appropriate 
in-kind services.

A Scout is Reverent 

Scout Sunday, February 3rd - Scout Sabbath, 
February 9th, 2008 
 
The Boy Scouts of America designates the 
Sunday that falls before February 8 (Scouting 
Anniversary Day) as Scout Sunday, which is 
the primary date to recognize the contributions 
of young people and adults to Scouting. 
However, each chartered organization can use 
either of two other options to celebrate this 
special day. 

An organization can adopt a specific Sunday to 
celebrate. In the instance of the United 
Methodist Church, Scout Sunday is celebrated 
on the second Sunday in February. It also is 
permissible for a local church to celebrate on 
the Sunday most acceptable to the pastor and 
congregation. 

Scout Sabbath offers an opportunity for 
worshippers to honor Scouts and Scouters, as 
well as to learn more themselves about the 
value of Scouting as a youth program chartered 
to a Jewish organization. It gives a rabbi a 
framework to address Scouts directly, in 
addition to speaking about Scouting to the 
congregation.

Aug. 4, 2010. The jamboree will be held at Fort 
A.P. Hill, in Caroline County Virginia, near 
Bowling Green. The site, in central Virginia, is 
close to historic Fredericksburg and 45 minutes 
southwest of Washington, D.C. 
Jamboree youth applications will be available 
online at www.Scouting.org/jamboree in spring 
2008. Scouts, Varsity Scouts, and adult unit 
leaders will be selected and organized into local 
Scout council contingent units.

METEOR SHOWER TONIGHT! 

Amateur astronomers should tonight and into 
early Friday hours look to the skies for a 
spectacular display – the Geminid meteor 
shower – the best meteor shower of the year!  



Friday/Saturday should also be good viewing O 
just not the peak. 

Start watching the skies on Thursday evening 
around 10 p.m.  You should see about 20 
meteors per hour. By 1 AM, there will be 40 per 
hour until 4:30 AM, falling off to 20 again by 6 
AM. 

Most meteor showers come from comets, but 
this one is different. The meteors of Geminid 
come from an object named 3200 Phaethon, 
which is passing near to Earth. 

 

Great Park Balloon Ride 

The Great Park Balloon is the first major 
attraction of the Orange County Great Park, a 
1,347 acre public space on the site of the 
former El Toro Marine Corps Air Station in 
Orange County, California.  The balloon 
ascends to 400 feet for a great view.  Rides are 
free until the end of 2007.
