MARINERS 936 SPRING SEASON 
INFORMATIONAL MEETING 

The Mariners are Dana Point's Sea Scout 
program (Ship 936)  for high school aged youth.  
The NEW Junior Mariners is for 12 to 14 year 
old (7th  and 8th grade) and although not a 
scouting program in itself - it will allow those too 
young to join up with regular Mariners to be in a 
boating program and, for boys registered in 



regular scout units, to earn rowing, canoeing 
and small boat sailing merit badges during their 
participation in the program if they so desire.   
 
Members learn nautical skills and how to sail a 
variety of boats, from Lasers to 38 ft fully 
equipped yachts, not to mention the 100' Tall 
Ship ‘Spirit of Dana Point.’ The instructional part 
of the program is divided up into a fall and 
spring session comprised of 12 weeks each 
with meetings on Wednesday nights whereas 
the recreational sailing and racing runs all year 
long.
