HIGH ADVENTURE COURSE - 2008 
ADULT WINTER BACKPACK AWARENESS 

TRAINING 
 The Orange County High Adventure Team will 
be conducting the next winter backpack 
awareness course on Saturday, February 2, 
2008. The training course will be held at the 
Orange County Council Service Center, 1211 
East Dyer Road, Santa Ana CA (Dyer Road 
and the 55 Freeway). 
 
Course topics include snow travel, winter 
environment, winter foods, proper winter gear, 
and much more. In addition to the day of 
classroom training, the course includes an 
overnight trek on snowshoes. The overnight 
outing will be held the weekend of March 1-2. 
Participants will receive a course workbook and 
everyone partaking on the overnighter will 
receive the winter backpacking course segment 
patch and a certification card.  
 
Participants must have completed/passed the 
basic backpack awareness course and present 
their certification card. Course fee is only $25 
and registration is limited to the first 20 people 
to sign up.
